Lake Maitland Uranium Project  

Background Information Document 

Mega Lake Maitland Pty Ltd  

Mega Lake Maitland Pty Ltd is the owner of the 
LMUP. Mega Lake Maitland Pty Ltd is a subsidiary of 
Mega Uranium Ltd, a Canadian based company and 
listed on the TSX. 

Mega Uranium Ltd has a global presence with 
projects in Australia, Canada and Cameroon. 

Mega Uranium Ltd focuses on development of two 
Australian projects, Lake Maitland Uranium Project 
(Western Australia) and Ben Lomond (Queensland).  

 

Purpose of this document  
This document provides stakeholders with introductory information about the Lake Maitland Uranium Project (LMUP) and approval 
process that it will follow. More information will be made available as project development continues. 

Opportunities for public consultation and enquiry are also provided within this document. 

Project Background  and Status  

Lake Maitland Uranium Project was discovered in 1967 and Mega Lake 
Maitland Pty Ltd  acquired LMUP from Redport in 2006. 

The LMUP is located within Barwidgee Station pastoral lease in central Western 
Australia. It is approximately 500 km from Kalgoorlie, 95 km north-east of 
Leinster and 105 km south-east of Wiluna. 

A Mining Lease over the deposit and a Miscellaneous Licence to search for 
groundwater have been granted.  

Full project approvals are still underway. WA Environmental Protection Agency 
(EPA) has set the level of environmental assessment of the LMUP at the 
highest: Environmental Review and Management Programme (ERMP). The first 
key stage of the assessment process has been achieved with the release of the 
LMUP Environmental Scoping Document by the EPA for public review in June 
2010.  

A sample collection program consisting of 10 trenches across the deposit was 
completed in December 2009, achieving the main objective of collecting  
metallurgical samples. 

Comprehensive metallurgical testwork is advanced with 28 individual programs 
completed. 

Feasibility studies and engineering design on process plant and infrastructure is 
underway with 3D design work and tailings storage concepts progressing. 

A Test Pit program is scheduled for 2010 to assess mining methods, grade 
control techniques and groundwater management strategies. 

An environmental impact assessment is currently being undertaken. 

 

Lake Maitland Uranium Project 
Snapshot  

�x�� A flat lying deposit with a large aerial extent 
(6km long and 1.5km wide)

����shallow excavation, no blasting is required 

����will allows for progressive rehabilitation of the

�x�� Product volume: 1,000 tons per year of uranium 
peroxide concentrate over 10 years 

�x�� Short construction period for a processing 
facility and support infrastructure �±  around 1 
year 

�x�� Mine life �± approximately 10 years

workforce of 450 people 

�x�� Tailing storage options include in-pit and

�x�� Transport options for uranium peroxide 
concentrate include: road shipment or road and 
rail shipment via exports ports of Port Adelaide 
and/or Darwin 

�x�� Uranium product will be transported in four to 
five 20 foot containers leaving the mine once a 
month.
